
 
INTRODUCTION: 
In this case, the Warrenville Park District (the “Applicant”), is 
requesting approval of a Temporary Use Permit to conduct the 
following temporary events each year in 2026 through 2028: 

1. Multicultural Festival 
2. Summer Movies 
3. Firecracker 5k 
4. Summer Daze 
5. Art on the Prairie 
6. Brew Trot 
7. Fall Fest 
8. Holly Days 
9. Hometown Holidays Drive-Thru 
 
The above-listed annual events involve street closures and/or 
alcohol sales, and therefore require Temporary Use Permit 
approval by the City Council in accordance with the provisions 
of Section 1.D.4 Temporary Events and Table 2C: Approval 
Process for Zoning Applications of the Zoning Ordinance. 

All proposed events are family-oriented and open to the general public. Table 1 in Attachment A 
summarizes the scope and key aspects of each of the proposed events. Per the Park District, all of the 
proposed annual events would be conducted in a similar manner as the previous years’ events. The details 
and layout of each event, including street closure plans, can be found throughout Attachment A. 

CITY STAFF, CONSULTANTS, AND FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT REVIEW COMMENTS 

Upon consultation with various City departments and the Warrenville Fire Protection District, staff 
recommends approval of the requested Temporary Use Permit, subject to the Applicant complying with 
various conditions outlined in the Conclusion section of this Staff Report. 

The Plan Commission recommends final action to the City Council on Temporary Use Permit requests. 

CONCLUSION: 

Based on the above-noted findings, staff recommends the Plan Commission recommends City 
Council grant conditional approval of the requested Temporary Use Permit to allow the Park District to 
conduct temporary events outlined and detailed in Attachment A each year in 2026 through 
2028, subject to the following conditions: 

1. Each event shall be operated in substantial conformance with the detailed description submitted by 
the Park District, attached as Attachment A. 
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2. Except as outlined and illustrated in Attachment A, no vendors shall be in the streets, and no one 
should be directing traffic except Warrenville Police Department personnel. 
3. All signage associated with the festival shall meet the requirements of the Warrenville Sign Ordinance. 
4. The Park District shall supply adequate trash receptacles. 
5. The event site must be cleaned up and all garbage must be removed at the end of each day of the 
event.  
6. Pedestrian walks and Fire Lanes shall not be obstructed. 
7. Vendors shall be responsible for obtaining necessary approvals from the DuPage County Health 
Department. 
8. Vendors selling/serving alcohol shall be responsible for obtaining an applicable City of Warrenville 
and State liquor license. 
9. The Park District must apply for the City liquor license and obtain the State liquor licenses each year 
for each event. 
10. Connection to City water hydrants and/or electrical outlets is not permitted without authorization 
of the City Deputy Public Works Director. 
11. When applicable, the Park District shall be responsible for obtaining permits from the DuPage 
County Forest Preserve and DuPage County Division of Transportation. 
12. Unless otherwise approved by the City Council, any admission fee charged for the event (tickets, 
"wrist bands," etc.) is subject to the applicable City 5% Amusement Tax, which must be collected and 
remitted within one day following the event, in accordance with the Warrenville City Code. 
13. The Applicant shall operate the Summer Daze event in substantial conformance with the “Proposed 
Warrenville Summer Daze 2025” plan, attached in Attachment A. Should tenant parking be required, 
the Park District shall submit an updated event plan at least two weeks before the event. 
14. All stages, inflatables, rides, food tents, beer and wine tents must be inspected by the Fire Protection 
District. 
15. For events in which the City is a co-sponsor, the Park District must continue to provide the City with 
a certificate of insurance each year. Vendors, bands, entertainment, etc. must provide sufficient 
insurance naming the City as an additional insured on their certificates of insurance. 
16. The Park District must submit an executed hold harmless agreement in a form acceptable to the City 
no later than one week prior to each event.
