IN SEPTEMBER AND OCTOBER 
 

Free brush pick-up will resume in September and October.   
 

Zone 1Æfirst Monday of September and October 

Zone 2Æsecond Monday of September and October 

Zone 3Æthird Monday of September and October 

Zone 4Æfourth Monday of September and October 
 

Brush piles must comply with the following: 

¶ One pile per address  

¶ Pile cannot be greater than 3 feet in height,  8 feet in depth, 

and 15 feet in length  

¶ Branches cannot be longer than 8 feet in length and no more 

than 8 inches in diameter 

¶ Branches must be placed with the larger cut end toward the
